In each case there is a recognition of value of the lost item or person and then 

because of the value there is a search.

Note: In each case when the sheep, coin or son is found there is a celebration and 

others are brought onto the scene. I believe that this is a picture of what happens 

when one comes to Christ. We too can get to have a great time with His family! 

 

Effective Soul Winning 
We have the message that all people need to hear.  The bible says that God has 

entrusted to us the message of life. 

Read : 2 Cor.5:11-20

matter how sincere we might be.
